Through the books that 
Ellen wrote aft er she became an adult, that helped to start the Seventh-day Adventist

Here is what Ellen wrote about the Bible, God’s Holy Book: 

“In childhood, youth, and manhood, Jesus studied the Scriptures. As a litt le child 
He was daily at His mother’s knee taught from the scrolls of the prophets. In His 
youth the early morning and the evening twilight oft en found Him alone on the 
mountainside or among the trees of the forest, spending a quiet hour in prayer 
and the study of God’s word” (Education, p. 185).
